became a part of its child care programs in 1998; and

WHEREAS, Currently, the Fort Greene Council, Inc. sponsors 15 Senior
Centers and two day care centers; senior centers provide comprehensive
services to the elderly including breakfast, lunch, home delivered

meals, educational and recreational programs and activities, legal
assistance, social services, transportation services, and information

and referral services; and

WHEREAS, Likewise, the day care programs have been an integral part of
the Bedford Stuyvesant and Fort Greene Communities in Brooklyn, provid-
ing quality early childhood education; its Universal Pre-Kindergarten
provides services to children four years of age and its Out of School

Time Program serves school age children; and

WHEREAS, In September of 1990, the Fort Greene Council, Inc. launched



Jazz 966 to promote jazz in the community to seniors and the public at
large; on Friday nights, Jazz 966 provides a warm, comfortable and fami-
ly setting for jazz in Central Brooklyn; and

WHEREAS, It is the sense of this Legislative Body that those who
enhance the well-being and vitality of their community and have shown a
long and sustained commitment to excellence certainly have earned the
recognition and applause of all the citizens of this great Empire State;
