The statewide event, sponsored by Parks & Trails New York (PTNY) in partnership with the
New York State Office of Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation (OPRHP) and local
groups, encourages volunteer efforts to enhance New York’s parks and historic sites and
promote the entire park system.
